The treat of weapons of mass destruction (WMD)
and terrorism poses unique challenges for our
nation and its communities. Recent terrorist events
have put the world on notice that WMD attacks can
occur with massive and dire consequences.

The potential of WMD incidents within the State of
Colorado introduces new complexities that are
compounded by limited experience in responding.
Short of an actual event, training and exercises are
the best means to gain experience, revise
procedures, and evaluate preparedness strategies.
