John was born and raised in subur-
ban New Haven, Ct and graduated
from the University of New Haven
with a BS degree in Criminal Jus-
tice.

At the Lakewood Police Depart-
ment John served in the Patrol,
Intelligence and Criminal Investiga-
tions Divisions. While serving in the
Criminal Investigations Division, he
investigated suspected theft and
fraud related crimes, both internal
and external. He was an instructor
at the Lakewood Police Training
Academy on theft law and investi-
gations, as well as a public speaker
on business crime and loss preven-
tion. He was also a founding mem-
ber of the Metro Denver Business
Watch Program, and he recom-
mended CPTED measures during
the design phase of the Denver
West Retail complex in Lakewood,
Co. In 1990 he was selected as
Investigator of the Year by the 1st
Judicial Distri
He retired from the Lakewood Po-
lice Department , after which he
accepted a position as the Corpo-
rate Security Manager for Furniture
Row Companies.
